USFS Permitting:  David Epstein informed the board that there USFS is imposing new permitting conditions for all race events held on USFS land.  They are now requiring that someone be present who is CPR/First Air Certified and that there is a first aid kit available at the race.  SERR will have to buy a club first aid kit and have it on site at all USFS events.  The question was brought up whether SERR should provide CPR/First Aid training or should we instead create a list of runners who have the training already and would volunteer to be available at the 5 or 6 races that we currently have on the race calendar that are held on USFS land.  It was decided that all Race Directors of races on USFS land should be notified they need to have a person at their race with the CPR/First Aid certification.  
Newsletter (Spring 2011):  There are some members that are not on the most recent membership list who signed up at the banquet.  David Epstein will double check the current list with the membership forms turned in so far to make sure that the list is up to date.  The up-to-date will be included in the next newsletter.  Possible articles for the newsletter include: Brian Bezenek will write an article about the upcoming Frank Maier Marathon/Half Marathon.  Someone at Trail Mix, Inc. will send us an article about upcoming trail improvements.  Sandi Woods will submit an article about Juneau’s tri-camp.  There will be a notice on the Race Director’s clinic on March 23, 2011, 6pm at the downtown library.  We are going to try and get a newsletter out to the members quarterly.  
How’s the new website:  The website feels more interactive than the old one.  The current webmaster, Doug Jones is resigning.  SERR needs to recruit a new webmaster.  Great job on the new website, Tristan.
Paul DeSloover stated that the PA system needs fixing.  Tristan gave the go ahead to get it fixed.  
Is it worth the time/cost to give people the option of signing up for their membership online on www.active.com?  Tristan will look into putting something online.
Kimberly Vaughn wants to create and sell SERR pins at the Frank Maier Marathon to celebrate the marathon’s 20th anniversary.  Trophies will be colored glass black with gold lettering for the marathon and black glass and silver lettering for the half marathon.  Last year’s medals for the half marathon were well received.
